
	REVIEW OF THE WEEK
ASHTON UNITED stayed top of the Premier Division after beating WORKSOP TOWN on Monday evening but they came a cropper on Saturday when they lost at BOSTON UNITED for whom it was a first home league success of the season. Ashton remain clear, however, as NANTWICH TOWN lost 4-0 at FC UNITED of MANCHESTER in midweek before recovering to score four of their own against NORTH FERRIBY UNITED at the weekend and retain their unbeaten home record. KINGS LYNN, after picking up a point at FRICKLEY ATHLETIC on Tuesday, hit five at home to MATLOCK TOWN and are now up to third whilst a 2-1 win for RETFORD UNITED sees them make the play-off zone but they are one of no fewer than four clubs all on twenty points. After losing to Ashton, WORKSOP TOWN bounced back to win 5-0 at bottom club DURHAM CITY whilst WHITBY TOWN are out of the relegation slots after a 1-0 win over MARINE.

COLWYN BAY continue to lead the First Division North after a 3-1 success at HARROGATE RAILWAY which leaves them unbeaten on their travels and the Welsh club are now three points clear of CURZON ASHTON who went second with four points in the week thanks to a draw at SKELMERSDALE UNITED and an away victory at OSSETT ALBION to overtake FC HALIFAX TOWN who were absent on FA Cup duty. LANCASTER CITY hit seven against WOODLEY SPORTS to cement fourth place and these four are now well clear of TRAFFORD who lost at home to GARFORTH TOWN after winning at AFC FYLDE in midweek. BAMBER BRIDGE lost their 100% home record when being held to a goalless draw by next to bottom ROSSENDALE UNITED whilst CLITHEROE are still to record a home win after their game with MOSSLEY also finished goalless. PRESCOT CABLES achieved their first point on the road with a 1-1 draw at WAKEFIELD and AFC FYLDE hit four to claim the points at WARRINGTON TOWN.

RUSHALL OLYMPIC became the third team in as many weeks to head the First Division South when they maintained their unbeaten home record with an emphatic 4-0 win over managerless MARKET DRAYTON TOWN after losing on Tuesday at SHEPSHED DYNAMO for whom it was first home league success of the campaign. Olympic’s cause was helped by both LEEK TOWN and WITTON ALBION being held at home by GOOLE AFC and QUORN respectively. SHEFFIELD FC kept their unbeaten home record going with a narrow victory against WILLENHALL TOWN to go fourth whilst CHASETOWN enjoyed an excellent week and are now fifth after wins over WITTON ALBION and CAMMELL LAIRD with the latter losing at home for the first time. GLAPWELL stay sixth after winning at STAMFORD whilst elsewhere BELPER TOWN and MICKLEOVER SPORTS both won to keep their unbeaten home records, CARLTON TOWN won away for the first time and KIDSGROVE ATHLETIC returned to their high scoring ways with four goals at GRANTHAM TOWN .

In the FA Cup First Division North sides FC HALIFAX TOWN and SALFORD CITY were the League’s headline makers. Halifax beat Premier Division BURSCOUGH to move one game away from a First Round Proper tie whilst SALFORD CITY probably thought justice had been done when they beat Hyde United who had failed to fulfil the original 2nd Qualifying Round fixture two weeks ago. Salford now face a 3rd Qualifying Round encounter at home to Blyth Spartans who will also feel hard done by having to make a long trip midweek that they would have expected to have made on a Saturday. Both RADCLIFFE BOROUGH and CHORLEY went out to Conference opposition whilst all the other ties involving UniBond clubs went to replays.
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	MARKET DRAYTON ROCKED BY LOSS OF LINE

High flying First Division South newcomers Market Drayton Town were rocked on Friday when manager Simon Line announced he was leaving to take over the reins at Hednesford Town. Line oversaw his side’s Midland Alliance cup and league double last season but described the offer of the Hednesford job as an opportunity he could not refuse. Taking charge of team affairs in the wake of Line’s departure in a caretaker capacity are his Assistant Manager Steve McCormick and First team coach Mick Murphy.
UNIBOND “FAIR PLAY” AWARDS FOR SEPTEMBER

The UniBond “Fair Play” awards for September have gone to OSSETT TOWN, AFC FYLDE and BRIGG TOWN respectively. Ossett had just one caution in five UniBond games during the month after recording nine during their five games in August and their improved discipline in September takes them to the top of the season to date tables for the top tier just ahead of Boston United.

In the First Division North newly promoted AFC Fylde made it a double by lifting the Divisional prize for a second successive month to enable them to already lead the season to date table by a considerable distance and they will rightly have one eye on the overall season prize of £1,000 for their respective Division.

Last month’s winners of the First Division award Rushall Olympic remain top of the First Division South season to date table but September’s winners BRIGG TOWN, who had five cautions in six games, are now within 0.10 of the leaders.
